In the past, successful music acts were supported by record labels that marketed and promoted
their music. Although very few artists got high-priced recording contracts, it gave the artists a
better chance to become well-known if they got “signed.” Today, however, musicians all over
the world are creating and recording their own music, and marketing it to fans without the
help of record companies. Artists like Chance the Rapper, Glass Animals, and Anne-Marie have
succeeded by making their music available to fans through streaming websites.
